Report : Postcode Report

To Set Up the Report
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This report returns a list of all active patients with a certain start to their postcode, eg, all patients with a postcode starting with ‘LA7’.
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Press F5 to display the system menu

2. Choose Reports/Report from the Management options to display the Report set up form.


3. Press the New button to create a new report. A blank report form is displayed.

4. Enter an appropriate name and description for the report for example: ‘Postcode Report’

5. Copy and Paste the following (SQL) text into the top box on the Query tab (next page):


6. Click on the Save button at the bottom of the screen

7. Choose Management – Reports – Parameter from the F5 menu

8. Choose the New button at the bottom of the screen

9. Add in the fields as follows:
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10. Choose the OK button at the bottom of the screen

11. Choose Management – Reports – Report from the F5 menu

12. Locate your new report from the list and click on it

13. Click on the Parameters tab

14. Click on the Blue Form icon to the top left of the tab

15. From the scroll down menu that appears, double-click on the PostCode option

16. Click on the Query tab

17. Press the Synchronise button (below the Columns box).  

Close the Report screen and run the new report from the Reports button on the frontpage.  Please test this report using dummy data before using in a live situation.

Please note: When running the report, you can filter the list by the few first digits of the postcode, eg, if you wanted to search on all patients with the first postcode part as being ‘LA76’, we could enter ‘LA76%’ into the filter box.
